BIO DUO KERMANI-GENTILI (EN)
Duo Kermani-Gentili is comprised of award-winning artists who share excitement for high-level collaboration and innovative programming. The duo, who’s core set-up is formed by clarinet and piano, also performs frequently with guest string players in trio or quartet formation. Kymia Kermani and Alba Gentili-Tedeschi met 2012 in Berlin and initially chose the name “Ensemble End of Time” in homage to Messiaen’s Quartet for the End of Time.

The ensemble performed the German premiere of Norwegian composer Marcus Paus’ Trio for violin, clarinet and piano, the German premiere of the Rhapsody ASUKA for clarinet and piano by French composer Roger Boutry and the world premiere of “Ode agli abitatori di un albero abbattuto” by Italian composer Irlando Danieli.

Kymia and Alba are not only passionate chamber music players, they also worked in acclaimed orchestras and Opera Houses such as the Royal Philharmonic Orchestra London, the West Eastern Divan Orchestra and Staatsoper Berlin.
Their new CD ‘Ode to the Rhapsody’ will be released by Leipzig based label GENUIN in November 2018 and will present four world premiere recordings by George Gershwin, Lucien Excoffier, Irlando Danieli and Siegfried Borris.

Regular tours bring Duo Kermani-Gentili throughout Europe, most recently to Holland, Switzerland, Italy, UK, Norway and Germany. Their concert in Concertgebouw Amsterdam was live broadcasted on Dutch Radio 4.
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BIO KYMIA KERMANI (EN)
Kymia Kermani is an award-winning clarinettist who learned at the Conservatory of Amsterdam and the Royal College of Music and worked with eminent orchestra`s like Staatskapelle Berlin, Royal Philharmonic Orchestra and the West Eastern Divan orchestra. Born in the Netherlands, Kymia attended Amsterdam Conservatory’s Young Talent Class at fifteen, graduating on the Bachelor with Distinction. She finished her master studies in 2011 as a scholar at the RCM and was generously supported by the VSB, Mengelberg and Prins Bernard Cultuur foundations and the Stichting Fundatie voor de Vrijvrouwe van Renswoude.
As a soloist, Kymia has performed the world premiere of a concerto by Dutch composer jan van Dijk as well as performing the oldest concerto ever written by baroque composer J.M. Molter. Kymia has performed throughout Europe, Africa and the Middle East.

As an active chamber musician, Kymia has founded several ensembles such as Duo Kermani-Gentili and the AEREA Ensemble Berlin playing both classical and contemporary music. 2011 saw Kymia perform at the Royal Albert Hall and the Cadogan Hall as part of the RCM ‘Rising Stars’ series. She is a recipient of the RCM Clarinet Prize, the RCM Bass clarinet prize and the RCM Woodwind Ensemble competition prize. Kymia has appeared several times on Dutch Television and also on BBC Radio 3. In 2012 she was invited to participate at Banff Summer Arts Festival (Canada), Harare International Festival of the Arts (Zimbabwe) and a tour with the Royal Philharmonic Orchestra conducted by chief conductor Charles Dutoit brought her to Spain. Summer 2014 she had the honour to join a tour with the West-Eastern Divan Orchestra and Daniel Barenboim performing in Buenos Aires, Lucerne Festival, Salzburger Festspiele, London BBC Proms and Waldbühne Berlin.
In 2016 she released with trio Luz y Sombra their CD ‘Milonga Loca’ during an international tour which was received to great critical acclaim.
Kymia currently combines a half position in Theater an der Elbe in Hamburg with her chamber music ensembles and students in Berlin.
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BIO ALBA GENTILI-TEDESCHI (EN)
Italian pianist Alba Gentili-Tedeschi is based in Berlin since 2006. After graduating with first class honors at Milan’s Conservatory with Silvia Rumi, she moved to Germany where she graduated in 2011 from the Universität der Künste Berlin under the tutelage of Linde Grossmann. In the same year she finished her studies at the Accademia Pianistica „Incontri col Maestro“ di Imola, studying with Piero Rattalino. In Milan she also studied composition with Irlando Danieli.

Concerts have taken her throughout all of Europe in major concert-halls like the Lingotto in Turin, the Auditorium Verdi in Milan, the Tonhalle in Zürich, the Volksbühne und Staatsoper in Berlin and the Concertgebouw in Amsterdam.
As a soloist she played with the orchestras „Guido d’Arezzo“, Orchestra stabile di Alessandria, the Orchestra sinfonica del conservatorio di Milano and the „LaVerdi“ Orchestra of Milan.

Since 2012 she is a stable member of  Duo Kermani-Gentili and Trio Transmitter – the last one focusing mainly on experimental music. In 2015 Trio Transmitter was supported by the Initiative Neue Musik Berlin. Their first cd “camera obscura” was released in September 2016 by NEOS Music.
Pianist of the Opera Lab Ensemble since 2014, she played in Salvatore Sciarrino’s „Macbeth“ conducted by David Coleman at the Staatsoper Berlin. She collaborated then regularly with the Staatsoper – 2018 sees her as a Pianist/Performer in “Abstract pieces” by Manos Tsangaris.

The Berlin’s contemporary music scene allowed her to expand her horizons from contemporary to experimental music. Being very convinced about the collaboration between the arts, she has been working with actors, videos and installations, exploring the huge amount of possibilities that her instrument has to offer. Her repertoire can count diverse world premiereres and first performances in Italy, Germany and the Netherlands. She took part in many international festivals, such as the Münchener Musiktheaterbiennale, Umlaut Festival Berlin, FirenzeSuonaContemporanea, INFEKTION! Festival and Kontraklang Berlin.
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
